In 2003, Zoning staff became aware of several zoning viclations at 323 Steele Road in the
West Columbia area. At the time, activities on the site included: Construction Services, Mining
and Landfill, Scrap Operation, and Salvage Yard. Zoning staff made site visits, sent
correspondence and had discussions with the property owners, Mr. Danny Do and Mrs.
Vanetta Dorn, regarding the activities on the property. Several of the problem areas were
brought into compliance. |

There is a remaining borrow pit and a mound of dirt and land clearing debris at the site. Mr.
Dorn does not have a mine operating permit, nor does he have a zoning permit to operate and
landfill The SC Department of Heaith and Environmental Control (DHE.C) has also participated
in our meetings with Mr. Dorn. During these meetings, discussions took place on options to
remediate the land clearing debris and the borrow pit.

We are requesting Council's permission to allow Mr. Dorn to bring professicnal grinding
equipment conto his' property to process the mound of dirt and land clearing debris. After
removing the land clearing debris, the clean dirt could potentially be used to backfill the borrow
pit. Under the Zoning Ordinance this! activity would normally be classified as Recycling
Operations, which would require Council's approval to receive a zoning permit. However, we
are recommending that Council approve this request as a temporary remedial activity to bring

the property into compliance. After the remedsation, no further mining or tandfill activity would
be allowed.

Attached is the Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement approved by the City of West
Columbia for participation in the County’'s Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
Program.

Council approved inviting the City to participate in the County's CDBG program at the January
10, 2006 meeting. This vote was followed by a letter from Chairman Cullum to Mayor Bobby
Horton on January 11, 2006. The County received a letter from Mayor Horton on January 27,
2006 accepting the invitation to participéte.

One of the requirements of participating in the County's CDBG program is that an
Intergovernmental Cooperative Agreement between the City and Ccunty must be executed.
This agreement was prepared by Cou;nty staff, reviewed and agrezd upon by the County
Attorney, and reviewed and agreed upon by the West Columbia City Council

We recommend that Council approve and execute the Agreement. This action will allow the
City to participate in the County’s CDBG program effective July 1, 2007.

This Intergovernmental Cooperatlve Agreement being made by and entered into
this day of 2006, by and between the County of Lexington, a body
politic ic and corporate of the State of South Caroling, and the City of West Columbia, an
incorporated municipality within the boundanes of the County of Lexington.

pEFINITIONS
For purposes of this Agreement, the terms defined in this section shall have the
following meanings: [

“Urban County Status” means Urban County Entitlement Status under the Housing and
Community development act for Unlted States Department of Housing and Urban
Development,

The “County” means the County of Léxington, South Carolina.
The "City” means the City of West Cdlumbia, South Carolina.

The “CD Act” means the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, Public Law
93-383, as amended (42 USC §5301 et. seq.).

The “Housing Act” means the Cranfston-Gonzalez National Affordable Housing Act of
1990 (42 U.S.C. §12701-12839), ‘as amended by the Housing and Community
development Act of 1992 (HCDA 1992).

“CDBG" means the Community Develiopme,nt Block Grant Program, Title I of the CD Act,
including implementing regulations at 24 CFR §570, et. seq.

"HOME"” means the Home Investmént Partnerships Act, Title II of the Housing Act,
including implementing regulations af 24 CFR §92, et. seq.

“"HUD” means United Stated Depar‘tmfent of Housing and Urban Cevelopment
“Consolidated Plan” means the Conéolidated Plan that is required pursuant to 24 CFR
§91. ’

“Action Plan” means the annual Actio:n Plan of the Consolidated Plan.

Other terms not defined herein shall have the meanings given to them in 24 CFR
§570.3 and 24 CFR §92.2.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the County and the City desire to enable the City to be included with the
County in the County’s applications for entitlement funds directly. Because it is an
incorporated city within the boundaries of Lexington County, it can agree to cooperate
with the County under the CDBG program, and

WHEREAS, it is recognized by both parties that Urban County Status is mutually
advantageous in obtaining funds and providing programs authorized under the CD Act
and the Housing Act; and

WHEREAS, the County desires to demonstrate its expertise and ability to administer
county-wide programs and to assist the City with their CDBG programs through its
designated agency, the Lexington County Community Development Department, CDBG
Division;

IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED THAT:

1. The City and the County shall cooperate to undertake or assist in undertaking,
community renewal and fower income housing activities, and the City agrees to be
designated as part of the Urban County.

2. This Cooperative Agreement covers the CDBG Entitlement program, and the
HOME program, should the County become eligible to receive HOME funds as an Urban
County or as a member of a HOME consortium.

3. During the term of the Cooperative Agreement, the City may not apply for grants
under the Small Cities of State CDBG Programs or participate in a HOME consortium
except through the Urban County.

4. The County and the City, upon execution of this Agreement, will be bound by its
terms for the duration of Federal Fiscal Years 2007 and 2008. The Agreement shall
remain in effect until all CDBG and HOME funds and incomes received with respect to
the three (3) year qualification period are expended and the funded activities
completed. Neither the County nor the City can terminate or withdraw from the
Agreement while it remains in effect.

5. At the option of the County, this Agreement will be automatically renewed for
participation in successive three-year qualification periods, uniess the County or the City
provides written notice that it elects not to participate in a new qualification period.
The County will notify the City of its right not to participate in writing by the date
specified in HUD's urban qualification natice for the next qualification period.

6. The County and the City agree to require each party to adopt any amendment to
the agreement incorporating changes necessary to meet the requirements for
cooperation agreements set forth in an Urban County Qualification Notice applicable for
a subsequent three-year urban county qualification period, and to submit such
amendment to HUD as provided in the urban county qualification notice, and that such
failure to comply will void the automatic renewal for such qualification period.

7. The County and the City will :take actions necessary to assure compliance with
the County’s certification required py Section 104(b) of Title I of the CD Act as
amended, including Title VI of the Ciyii Rights Act of 1964 and the Fair Housing Act of
1974, Section 109 of Title I of the CD;Act and other applicable laws.

8. It is understood that Urban County funding is prohibited for activities in or in
support of any cooperation unit of general local government that does not affirmatively
further fair housing within its own ji:Jrisdiction or that impedes the County’s action to
comply with its fair housing certification.

§
9, The County and the City certify that they have adopted and are enforcing: (a) a
policy prohibiting the use of excessive force by law enforcement agencies within its
jurisdiction against any individuals engaged in non-violent civil rights demonstrations;
and (b) a policy of enforcing applicable State and local laws against physically barring
entrance to or exit from a facility or} location which is the subject of such non-violent
civil rights demonstrations within jurisdictions.

10. The County has sole responsibility for preparation and filing of final statements
and applications regarding program activities to be undertaken. All projects and
programs undertaken by the County and the City shall implement and further the goals
and objectives set forth in the Consolidated Plan established for the County in 2005,
and any revisions and extensions thefeof.

i
11,  Pursuant to 24 CFR 570.501(lb), the City is subject to the same requirements
applicable to subrecipients, including the requirement of a written agreement as
described in 24 CFR 570.503, and 3as such its programs shall be subject to review
through its designee, Lexington County Community Development Department, CDBG
Division. -

12.  The County shall administer fand distribute all funds received from HUD as a
result of CDBG and related grant applications, through its designated agency, Lexington
County Community Development Department, CDBG Divisicn, and provide such
technical assistance as is necessary to ensure compliance with all provisions of the CD
Act and the Housing Act.

13.  Any funds received as a result of said CDBG or HOME grant applications will be
made available to the parties consistent with the Consolidated Plan, with clear
understanding that such distribution will comply with the requirements of Title I of the
CD Act and all other appropriate implementing regulations.

14.  The parties will take all appropriate legal, administrative and legislative actions
necessary to successfully complete all programs included in the application or
undertaken with grant funds.

15.  The County shall receive, monitor, and distribute all program income generated
by all projects and programs operated in the municipalities or the unincorporated areas.



16.  The title to any real property acquired with CDBG or HOME funds allocated to the
City, and located within the City when acquired, may be vested in the City, program
requirements permitting. The title to any real property acquired with CDBG or HOME
funds, and not situated within the limits of the City when acquired, shall be vested in
the County.

17.  Any real property acquired in whatever name with CDBG, HOME and related
grant funds for use by the City shall conform to such and usages as may be specified in
the CD Act, as amended, the Housing Act, and their accompanying regulations. Should
the City desire to change the usage or dispose of any such property, it shall first obtain
the approval of the County in order to assure conformance with the aforementioned
act.

18.  The parties agree that should a grant be withheld, withdrawn, or terminated for
any reason, that Lexington County be held harmless, and shall not be subjected to any
legal action by the City for any resulting consequences.

18.  This Agreement may not be amended without the written consent of all parties

and approval of HUD, and its terms shall be binding upon the parties, their successors
and assigns.

Recently you received a letter from the Greater Columbia Community Relations Counci!
(GCCRC) reguesting an extension of therr grant contract with the Lexington County CDBG
program. Their contract to sponsor fair housing activities is set to expire on June 30, 2006. The
GCCRC 1s requesting that their contract be extended through June 30, 2007. They received an
initial grant allocation of $50,000 from the CDBG program in 2004. Approximately $33,000 has
been expended tc date. leaving a balance of approximately $17.000

We recently met with the GCCRC executive director and staff to discuss the status of the grant
contract and to discuss the request for an extension. During our meeting with their staff we
discussed activities thal would be undertaken during the proposed extension period to sponsor
and promote fair housing activittes for low and moderate-income residents in Lexington
County We also suggested several options, which should atllow the GCCRC 1o reach a larger
number of low and moderate-income residents in the County.

We recommend approval of the extension reguest. For clarification, an extension does not
provide additional funds for the contract, but rather allows the 3CCRC to expend the
remaining $17,000 on future fair housing activities through June 30, 2007. Attached is a copy
of the revised agreement between the County and the GCCRC. It will require your signature for
approval. Our staff will continue to provide technical assistance to the GCCRC, and will
continue to participate in fair housing actwvities

SECTION 111 - PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The overall welfare of the children in Lexington County is affected by the gang inlluences on the
youth who are desperately seeking to be part of something.

Additionally, the Towns of West Columbia, Caycee, and Irmo border Columbia and are located in
Lexington County as well.

There is an cssential nced for intelligence data to be rapidly retricved while on a scene for
informational purposes and for quick and decisive decisions when dealing with a potential dangerous
situation.  The Information obtained from criminal investigations, gang member intervicws and
intelligence contacts with the Detention Center, along with information gathered from School
Resource Officers and school officials contribute heavily to the information contained in the
Lexinglon County Gang Intelligence Data Base developed for intelligence gathering and sharing.

Mobile technology 1s being requested to exponentially speed up the law enforcement process for
information that the investigators require in the field. The ability to obtain information from all Law
Enforcement Data Bases (County, State, and Federal), and the Lexington County SherilTs
Department [n-House Server, will not only save many man hours but will allow the investigator to
make a judgment based on the information retricved remotely at the scenc. The immediate retrieval
of information from the Gang Database, the Jail Management System, and the in-house server,
SLED, FBI, and DMV Data Bascs by the investigators working at the scene will be the most efficient
means of obtanmng immediate knowledge to deal with situations and the concerns of the citizens and
organizations in the county.

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING AN ANNUAL BUDGET FOR
FISCAL YEAR 2006-07

WHEREAS, South Carolina Code § 4-9-120 and § 4-9-130 require that County Council
shall adopt an annual budget; and

WHEREAS, the annual budget shall be based upon estimated revenues and shall provide
appropriations for County operations and debt service for all County departments and agencies.

NOW, THEREFORE, be 1t ordamed and enacted by the Lexington County Council as
follows:

SECTION 1 - GENERAL
The fiscal year 2006-07 County budget for Lexington County, South Carolina, a copy of
which 1s attached hereto and incorporated herein by way of reference, is hereby adopted.

SECTION 2 - COUNTY OPERATIONS TAX LEVY

There shall be levied, for County operations on all taxable property in Lexington County,
sufficient taxes to fund the referenced budget in the number of mills allowed in Code Section 6-1-
320. (Specifically, all opzrating millage amounts are increased by the amount of the increase in the
consumer price index for the preceding calendar year.)

SECTION 3 - DEBT SERVICE TAX LEVY
The County Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to levy millages for all county and
special distnict debt service funds in amounts sufficient to retire their respective debts.

SECTION 4 - MILLAGE AGENCY TAX LEVY

There shall be levied, for millage agencies (Lexington County Recreation and Aging
Commission, Irmo-Chapin Recreation Commission, Midlands Technical College, Riverbanks Park,
Irmo Fire District) on all taxable property in their respective districts, sufficient taxes to fund their
respective budgets in the number of mills, allowed in Code Section 6-1-320. (Specifically, all agency
millage amounts are increased by the amount of the increase in the consumer price index for the
preceding calendar year,}



SECTION 5 - BUDGETARY ESTIMATES

Anticipated revenucs are slated as estimates and Lthe respective appropriations are maximuin
and conditional. Should actual funding sources (or any such fund be less than projected, the
Adnunistrator shall reduce budgeted expenditures atributable to said fund.

SECTION 6 - BUDGETARY CONTROL

Departments and/or other organizational uniis are bound to the appropriated expenditures
incorporated hercin. Upon the wrillen request of the department head, the County Administrator,
or his designated representative, 1s hereby authorized to effect transfers between line items.

Any departments which overspend their spending levels for two consceutive months shall
have sufficient personnel in their department removed from the County payroll to fully compensate,
prior to June 30, 2007, the impending overrun

SECTION 7 - LINE ITEM CARRYOVERS

Any linc items previously appropriated and/or properly encumbered as of June 30, 2006, shall
be carried forward as an appropriation of fiscal vear 2006-07 upon the recommendation of the
County Administrator, and by passage ot a budgetary umendment resolution by County Council

SECTION § - NEW GRANTS

Grant funds applied for or received afler the budget year, and thercfore not stated in this
budget ordinance, shall, by passage of a budgetary amendment resolution by County Counertl
authorizing the acceptance of the grant and its appropnations, be accounted for in appropriate special
revenues funds. The specific grant provisions shall dircet the manner of expenditure of these funds

SECTION 9 - OTHER MISCELLANEOUS RECFEIPTS

Revenues other than those originally budgeted may be cxpended as directed by their
respective revenue source after they are accepted and appropriated by the County Council by passage
of the budectary amendment resolution. Such funds include, but are not limited to, contributions,
donations, special events, insurance and similar recoveries. These funds may be appropniated for
any costs or overruns or naw projects upon approval of County Council.

SECTION 10 - LINE OF CREDIT AUTHORIZATION

From time to time it may be necessary for the administration of the County (or any other
agency for which the county levies laxes) to borrow in anticipation of tax revenues (0 guarantee
continuity in regular operations. To provide for such contingencies, the admmistration of the county
{or the respective agencies) is hereby authonized to borrow in annicipation of ad valorem tax
collections. Such authorization may only be exerciscd upon certification of necd by both the County
Treasurer and the Finance Director (or the CEQ of the agency and the Chicf Financial Officer) and
any amount borrowed must be obtained at the lowest possible interest rute and repaid as quickly as
practical,



SECTION 11 - SEVERABILITY -
If for anyreason any provision of this Ordinance shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional,
such shall not affect the remaining provisions of this Ordinance.

This Ordinance shall become effective July 1, 2006.

Authorizing the Acceptance of the transfer of authority for conducting municipal
elections in municipalities within the County of Lexington to the Lexington County
Voter Registration and Election Commission.

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE LEXINGTON COUNTY COUNCIL,
AS THE GOVERNING BODY.OF LEXINGTON COUNTY, SOUTH CAROLINA, IN
MEETING DULY ASSEMBLED:

Section 1---Finding

As an incident to the adoption of this ordinance, Lexington County Council as the
governing body of Lexington County, South Carolina makes the following findings. Section
5-15-145 of the South Carolina Code of Laws, 1976, as amended, provides for the transfer of
the powers, duties and responsibilities for conducting municipal elections from municipal
elections commissions to county elections commissions upon the adoption of an appropriate
ordinance by the governing body of the municipality transferring such powers, duties and
responsibilities and adoption of an ordinance by the county governing body of an appropriate
ordinance accepting the transfer of authority for conducting municipal elections.

Lexington County has determined that it will accept the transfer of authority for
conducting any municipal elections within Lexington County upon the speeific conditions set
forth herein. '

Section 2—Acceptance of authority for conducting municipal elections

Lexington County Council, as the governing body of Lexington County, South
Carolina, hereby accepts authority for conducting municipal elections in any municipality that
complies with the terms herein and such authority is hereby transferred from the Municipal
Election Commission for each respective municipality to the Registration and Election
Commission for Lexington County in the following particulars:

(a) The Lexington County Voter Registration and Election Commission shall
advertisc municipal elections, prepare and distribute ballots and election materials,
appoint managers of election for each polling place, and otherwise supervise and
conduct all municipal elections within the City of Lexington;

(b) Immediately upon the closing of the polls at any municipal election, the Lexington
County Voter Registration and Election Commission shall begin to count votes
cast and make a statement of the whole number of the votes cast in such clection
together with the number of votes cast in the municipal election, canvas the vote
and publicly display the unofficial results;

(©) The Voter Registration and Election Commission shall thereafter certify the results
of the elections and transmit the certified results to the municipalities as soon as
practicable fcllowing the certification;



(d) Accept candidate filings and filing fees, mcluding, but not fimited to notices of
candidacy, candidacy pledges, hear and decide protests and certify the results of
municipal elections;

(e) Uitlize an Automated Election Sysiem and computer counting with the count
publicly conducied,;
() Take such other action as may be necessary or appropriate to conduct muncipal

clections and certifv the results.

;
Section 3—Reimbursement of election costs

Each municipality shall reimburse the Registration and Election Commussion of
Lexington County for all costs incurred in providing ballots, advertising clections, printing
costs. postage, transportation costs, temporary help, programmung charges, poll managers’
compensation and other related additional expenscs incurred in 1ts conduct of municipal
clections. In the event a protest is filed or hitigation is commenced m connection with the
conduct of municipal elections, the municipality shall pay all court costs, attorney fees,
courl reporter fees and costs, and other costs and expenses imcurred i such protest or
litigation.  The Lexington County Registration and Election Comnussion shall provide
imvoices and/or other documentation to the municipality of all such costs and expensecs
incurrcd in the conduct of municipal elections, protests, certilication of results, litigation
or other costs which may be incurred, not specifically mentioned in this ordinance.

Section 4—Effective Date

This ordinance shall take cffect upon the successful completion of the following necessary

actions prerequisite under federal and state law to effect the changes called for hereunder:

(a) Adoption of an appropriate ordinance by the govermning body of any mumcipality in
Lexington County transferring the authornity accepted hereunder;

{b) Submission to the United States Tustice Department and subsequent rceeipt of pre-

thereof; and

WHEREAS, South Caroling Code Ann. § 3-7-30. in relevant part providces
muncipalities “the authority to provide police protection m contiguous municipalitics
and in unincorporated arcas located not more than three mules from the municipat limits
upon the request and agreement of the govermmng body of such contiguous municipality
or the county, including agrecment as to the boundarics of such police jurisdictional

WHEREAS, South Carolina Code Ann. § 23-1-215 provides for agreemcnts

between multiple law enforcement jurisdictions for the purposc of criminal investigation;

WHEREAS, South Carolina Code Ann. § 17-13-45 provides that when a law
enforcement officer responds to a distress call or a request for assistance in an adjacent
jurisdiction, the authority, rights, privileges, and immunities, including the workers’
compensation laws, and fort hability coverage obtained pursuant to the provisions of
Chapter 78 of Title 15, that are applicable to an officer within the jurisdiction in which he

is cmployed are extended to and include the adjacent jurisdiction;

NOW THEREFORE, LCSD and Lexington County wishes to confer upon the
Fown of Pelion law snforcement jurisdiction under the aforementioned stamtory and
constitutional authority to those arcas so situated and specifically, but not limited to that

arca within three miles of the town limits.

This agreement is in no way intended to reduce or hinder any other expansion of

Jurisdiction that may be allowable under South Carolina law.

FURTHER, :t is the mntent of the parties to share jurisdiction under this written
agrcement to the fullest extent permitted under South Carolina law and it is further agreed

as follows:

1. TERM AND RENEWAL
[t is the intent now and was the intent at the time of the original execution that all

terms, conditions, rights, privileges, to include the expansion of jurisdiction as allowed by



law be effective upon signing and to automatically renew each vear on such anmiversary

date, year to year and tenu to term, unul a party exercises its right to terminate.

2. VESTING OF AUTHORITY AND JURISDICTION

To the fullest extent permitted by the Constitution and statutes of this State,
officers operating under this agreement shall be vested with authority, junsdiction, rights,
minunities, and privileges to mclude the authority to exccute criminal process and the

power of arrest as any other duly commissioned officer of the other partv.

However, Town ordinances adopted by Pelion shall not be deemed extended
into arcas of operation that are located outside the geopolitical territorial limits of

ihe Town of Pelion.

3. COSTS
Each party shall bear its own costs incurred in the performance of its obligations

hercunder except as othenvise provided herein.

4. HOLD HARMLESS, INDEMNIFICATION, NO THIRD PARTY RIGHTS

Tt is agrecd by and between the parties that each will hold cach other harmless for
any acts or omissions ol their respective officers working or transterred pursuant to this
agreement.  The partics shall be solely responsible for the acts and omissions of their
respective employecs, officers, and officials. No right of mdemmification is created by
ihis agreement and the partics expressly disclaim such. The provisien of this agrcement
shall not be deemed to give rise to or vest any rights or obligations in favor of anv party

or entity not a party to this agrecment.

5. INSURANCE
Bach jurisdiction shall maintain 1ts own msurance coverave for gencral lability,
workers” compensation, and any other such coverage as may be required by Jaw or

deemed advisable by individual parties.

6 COMPENSATION, BOND, AND RELATED MATTERS

This agreement shall in no manner effect or reduce the compensation, pension or
relirement rights of any officers acting under its authority and such officers shatl continue
o be paid by the county where they arc permanently employed. Each party shall be
compensated by the provision of like or reciprocal services. The bond for any officers
operating under this agreement shall include coverage for their activity in the county or
municipality covered by this agreement in the same manner and to the same extent

provide by bonds of regularly employed officers of that county.

7. REIMBURSMENT AND ANCILLARY BENEFITS

The parties to this agreement hereby expressly agree that compensation and/or
reimbursement for services provided hereunder shall be limited to the reciprocal
provision of services of like kind between thc agencies mvolved to include the bencefits of
law cnforcement services to the Pelion area and its contiguous propertics in ecach
respective Jurisdiction. Any other agrecment for reimbursement between the partics must

Lach party is responsible for any notice, reporting, or approval requirements to

their respective governing body as may be required under South Carolina law.

10. SEVERABILITY
Should any part of this agreement be found to be unenforceable by any court or

other competent authornty, the rest shall remain in full force and effect.

This agreement may be amended by the wntten agreement of all parlies. Each

party agrees that any and all successers m mterest o their oftice will be sinmularly bound

by the terms of this agreement without necessitating execution of any amendment.

Fatlure [or a successor in office to terminate as further described herein; shall be deemed

as consent and approval of this agrecment.

Chapter 3. Buffering Restrictions

23.00 Height Regulations b

Height regulations are based on the establishment of 2 height control slope. Initially, a 20-foot nse 18 pernutted
at the property hine perpendicular to the property lme. Then, based on the district concerned, and the activity
mvolved, a height control slope 15 specified in terms of a ratio of vertical rise 10 horizontal distance. For example,
a 2:1 ratio means that for every two feet of vertical rise, an additional one foot ot horzontal distance 1s measured
off into the mterior of the property. The following diagram describes the nature of the height control slope:
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The following chart is published to assist in determining the maximurn permmssible structure height ailowed with
various height control slopes. Heights are listed i feet based upon an mitial 20-foot nise at the property lhine.

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23.01 Special Requirements for Waterfront Property

I order to protect the unique scenic vistus of significant watcrways in Lexingion County, special
requirements are to he applied 1o tie development of properties in the vicinity of the Saluda River, the
Edisto River, the Congaree River, and Lake Murray. Where there are mudtiple methods for computing
the allowed heighe for a building in this Chapier, the most restrictive shall apply.

Lake Murray: Aspecial height control stope of 201 is 1o be used afong the shores of Lake Murray
wiere the regulated property is designared as a Restriciive Development District. [f the property (s
designared as an futensive Development Districe, then a height control slope of 2:1 shall apply.
Alonyg the shores of Lake Murray, the locarion of the initial 20-foot rise sirafl be considered to be
the location of the 360-foot (mean sea levelj contour. Al properry within 1000 feer of the 360-foor
contour and designated as a Restrictive Development District shall also comply with the following
additional herght restrictions which are based on the sireet classification praviding access to the
proposed activity:

Local (1) Street — No building raller than 70 feet is allowed. That height is measured from rhe
average clevation of the building as it leaves the ground.

Collector (C) Street — No building taller than 100 feet is allowed. That height is measured from
the average elevation of the building as it leaves the ground.

Arterial (A) — Height of buildings shall be determined by the other requirements from this
Chaprer.

Congaree River: Because of the extremely varied terrain along the hanks of this river, it is very
difficult to determine the best elevation from wihich to measure the “initial 20-foot rise” referenced
in Section 23.00. For this river this beginning elevation for caleulating the height control slope for-
the waterfront properry line shall be uniform along the river bank. That elevarion shall be the same
as the highest elevation on the property that falls within 300 feet of the waterfront property line.
A height comtrol slope of 1:1 shall apply te this warterfront property line.

Saluda River: Because of the unique scenic character of the Saluda River, stricter height
requirements apply to the adjacent lands. Al buildings within 300 feet of the waterfront property
lines shall not exceed 40 feer. Buildings further than 500 feet but within 1000 feet of the waterfront
property lines shall not exceed 60 feet. That height is measured from the average elevation of the
building as it leaves the ground. A height control slope of 1:1 shall also apply to the waterfront
property lines,

Edisto_River: Because of the unique “black water” aspects of the North Fork of the Edisio River,
stricter height requirements apply to the adjacent lands. ANl buildings within 500 feet of the
waterfront property lines shall not exceed 40 feer. That height is measured from the average
clevation of the building as it leaves the ground. A height controf slope of 1:1 shall also apply to
the waterfront property lines. For the purposes of this ordinance, the Edisto River is considered to
begin ar the 1-20 bridge crossing.

The average elevation as referenced in these regulations shall be computed by selecring the halfivay
point between the fighest and lowest ground elevations surrounding the structure.

23.10 Baffer

A buflir 18 an area in which no activity is permitted other than necessary utihity functions such as transmission
limes, underground conduits, cte. A single driveway access may encroach upon this buffer when that dnveway
location 1s the only possibie point of access for the parcel. This arca 15 described by a linear measurement from
the property linc inward and will vary depending on the nature of un acuvity and 1ts Jocation. The chartin Sectnion
23 30 lists the required buffers.

23.20 Sctbacks

Setbacks delineate ceriain open spaces on lots. These spaces are Imear distances measured from preperty lines
mmward, Buildings or other principal structures compnsing the activity of the lot may not encroach this space.
A setback may accept an accessory activity such as parking, unless superseded by a buffer. However, accessory
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23.30

burldings to residential activities must maintain a minimum three-foot setback from adyoining property lines. The
chart in Section 23.50 lists two types of setbacks based on the type of activity and location. They are measured
either from a road nght-of-way or an adjoining property lme. Setbacks abutting existing roads shall be measured
from the proposed right-ot-way as shown in the Raght-of~Way Plan if that width 15 greater than the existing right-
of-way. However, for Residential Detached or Mobile Home zctivities being estebhished on an existing dezd-end
road, which has limited potential for future widenng, the existing road nght-of-way shall be used.

Screening

Screenming consists of natural vegetation, landscaped vegetatien {(including planted berms), walls, or fences
designed to lessen the visual mteraction between adjacent activities or accessories thereto. Vegetation used for
screening must be evergreen, drought-tolerant, and disease resistant. Screening may be required with no buffer
mvolved, or in combination with a buffer. The height of the screenmg shall be sufiicient to block the view of the
activity for which the screening 1s required from the adjoining property. The substance of the screeming shall be
determined by the Zoning Administrator in consultation with the property owners involved and based on the nature
of the activity proposed, with the fmnal arbiter being the Board of Zoning Appeals. The two types of screening
listed 1 the chart m Section 23.50 are total and partial, and are measured m linear feet. If the activity occurs
within the designated distance of the property line, then that type sereening 1s required. Total screening is defined
as bemg visually opaque. Partial screening is defined as being approximately 50% visually opaque.

Architectural Standards

The buffering restrictions contained in this article are designed to improve the compatibihity of adjoiming activities,
especially where a non-residential activity 1s located adjacent to a residential activity or within a Restrictive
Development District. For that reason the more intense activities are required to meet larger buffering restrictions.
Architectural standards are oftered as an alternative to compliance with the full cxtent of these restrictions.

Any activity meeting the followng architectural standards will be allowed to reduce the buttering restrictions of
this article by $0%:

a.  Structures shall have an appearance that would be considered more of a residential than commercial style.
They shall also have exterior eiements that are created at a human scale.

. All structures will include the use of exterior matenals that are commonly used for house construction n the
area, such as bnck stucco, cte

c. Roofingdesign should generally be gabled rather than flat, mansard, etc., unless that is the residential roofing
design in the area.

d.  Windows should gencerally be something other than solid expanses of glass. Smaller panes and windows with
mullions, or other designs more compatible with the residential setting, would be expected as a part of the
design.

e.  Allaccessory structures shall be designed with the same “residential pattern”™ as the primary structures. This
would mclude accessory features such as porticos, sheds, canopies, equipment structures, other buildings,
ete.

£, All business signs will meet the standards found m Section 25.55, which concerns signs on scenic corridors
and in Restricted Development Districts. Tn addition, business signs must be designed as “pedestal signs”
that do not exceed a height of 12 feet. Marquee and canopy signs are not allowed and wall signs shall be the
MINIMuM s1Ze necessary to be readabie from the adjoining road way or dnive.

A landscape plan must be proposed that exceeds the requirements of the Lexmgton County Landscape
Ordinance by including shrubbery that enhances the site in the same way that it adds to the visual appeal of
a residential setting.

In determining 1fa proposed development meets these architectural standards, the Zoning Admimistrator shall
act as the nunal evaluator and will be required to render a decision as to whether the proposed design meets
the mntent of this section of the Ordinance. Anyone disagreeing with that decision may file an appeal with
the Board of Zoming Appeals which shall act as the final arbiter.

Conmmunication Towers include those used for radio, television, and telephone transmittal. The buildings
attendant to such use may be incorporated nto the Business Services activity.

Commumtv Education activitics include public, patrochial, and private kindergartens, primary and secondary
schools, colleges, junier colleges, technical education centers, and universities. Day care centers, stadiums,
dormitories and other activities attendant to scholastic endeavors shall be dealt with as separate activity
types, not to be included within the scope of this defimtion.

Construction Services include the storage of materials and equipmentused te operate a construction business

Crops 1nclude the raising of trees, vines, field. forage or other plant crops intended to provide food or fiber.

Detention Centers, prisons, or correctional institutions, but not half-way houses.

Essential Services include all facilines which provide power, communications, or personal health protection
and emergency scrvices as specified below. Any such facility owned and/or operated by the Irmo Fire
District 1s cxempt from the provisions of this Ordinance, provided all iocations are approved by Lexington
County Council.

Essential Services (Limited) shall include communication equipment installations and exchanges, natural
gas subslations, electric substations, neighborhood newspaper distribution centers, and post offices
(excluding major mail processing centers).

Essential Services (Extensive) shall inciude recycling stations, solid waste transfer stations, law
enforcement stations, fire stations, ambulance substations, and emergency first aid stations.

Food Services include [unctions performed by restaurants or other establishments wherein prepared food or
beverages are sold for take-out, home defivery, or on-site consumption. A drive-through operation s
considered accessory to the performance of the activity. Entertainment acuivities accessory to the principal
activity may be permutted. ’

General Repatr and Maintcnance Serviges include actrvities such as appliance repair, furniture repair and/or
refimshing, electronics repair, small engine repair, welding shops (excluding fabrication), and minot
mechanical repairs. Work is completed primarily on-site, to include the storage of parts and 1tems under
repai.

General Retail (Linmuted) activities include the wholesale or retail sale or rental of goods or services
customarily associated with clothing shops, convemence stores, drug stores, jewelry shops, florst shops,
specialty «ift shops, appliance stores, pet shops, hardware stores, garden supply shops, shee stores, book
stores, art studios, photography studios, stationery stores, and the like wharein the goods or services are
offered at one location, zither in the same building or in a seres of buildings which, in the aggregate, do not
exceed 3,000 square feetin size This acnivity also includes the sale of ares, batteries and vehicle accessones
wherein the storage and/or display of goods and materials is conducted insidz the buildings. The dispensing
of petroleum products may be included as accessory to a General Retail (Limited) activity. Amusement
centers featuring electronic games shall be included within this activity type.

General Retail (Extensive) activities include the wholesale or retail sale or rental of goods or services
wherein a wide variety of such goods or services are offered at one location, erther in the same building or
in a series of butldings.

Golf Courses include the playing course itself as well as the support activities essential to its operation
such as pro shop, food service, group assembly (for less than 500 participants), maintenance sheds,
daylight driving range, and cart storage. Any other activities must meet the requirements of the
appropriate category as defined in this section.

Group Assembly (Limited) activities include the provision of cultural, entertamment, educational,
recreational, and athletic services to assembled groups of spectators or participants smaller than 250 m
number. This activity inciudes clubs, lodges, meeting halls, and temporary festivals. Italso includes a single
lane boat ramp access into a body of water provided it 1s not available to the general public. Parcels located
on water may also support fishing piers, swimmung areas, and courtesy docks provided no water craft are
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agencies having jurisdiction over such activities. A hist of these agencies shall be mamntmned by the Zoning
Adnmmstrator.

Medical Services melude the therapeutic, preventauve, or corrective personal treatment ol people normally
performed by physicians, dentists, or other praciiuoners, as well as medical testing and analysis services.
This activity may mnclude a public health clime but would exclude any facihinies providing extended or

inpaticnt cure.

Mihrary Installations

Minine includes the extracuen or removal of minerais for sale, processing, or consumpiton even 1 the numng
activity 15 not required to obtaih o mumung permit from the South Carolina Department of Health and
Environmental Control (SCDHEC). It does not include grading, backfilling, plewimy, or excavating areas
