RE:  HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) - Community Housing  
  Development Organization (CHDO) Project         
 
 
As a recipient of federal funds through the HOME Program, the US Department of 
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires a minimum set-aside of 15% of our 
annual HOME allocation for Community Housing Development Organizations (CHDOs). A 
CHDO is a non-profit organization that, among its principal purposes, provides decent 
housing that is affordable to low-income and moderate-income citizens. The Grant 
Programs Division has designated two (2) organizations as Lexington County CHDOs, 
based on qualifications specified by HUD.   
 
For the County’s first year of implementing the HOME Program, $200,000 was set-aside 
for CHDO projects. Through a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) process, Carolina 
Community Development Corporation (CDC) was preliminarily selected to construct two 
(2) affordable housing units in Lexington County. The organization plans to purchase lots 
near Fish Hatchery Road for home construction, pending HUD required environmental 
review.  Carolina CDC will also contribute $44,390 toward the project, for a total budget of 
$244,390. The budget for this project includes acquisition of the lots, site preparation, and 
construction of the housing units. Once completed, the homes will be sold to persons who 
are income eligible under HUD guidelines.  
 
Staff recommends awarding the CHDO grant of $200,000 to Carolina CDC for a two (2) 
year grant period, ending no later than August 2011. This award will constitute the 
County’s first eligible CHDO project.  No vote on the project is necessary during the 
committee meeting. The project will be brought before the full Council for consideration 
under Bids and Purchases during the afternoon Council meeting.

521000 - OFFICE SUPPLIES             $ 1,200 
 
Office supplies which include, but are not limited to pens, paper, printer cartridges, toner, video and audiotapes, 
blank disks, batteries, etc.  Photo paper is required to print out digital images of crime scenes.   
 
 
521200 - OPERATING SUPPLIES           $ 4,000 
 
Crime scene supplies which include, but not limited to multiple types of evidence gathering kits, forensic supplies, 
powders, chemicals and other operating supplies. These supplies will be used to process and gather latent finger 
prints and other evidence. 
 
 
522300 - VEHICLE REPAIRS AND MAINTENANCE        $ 1,000 
 
Vehicle repairs and maintenance are needed for the two (2) vehicles which were purchased on the first funding year 
of this grant program.  
 
 
524100 - VEHICLE INSURANCE          $ 1,400 
 
This is to cover the cost of vehicle insurance on the two (2) grant vehicles.  The cost is estimated at $700 X 2 
vehicles = $1,400.  
 
 
524201 - GENERAL TORT LIABILITY INSURANCE        $ 1,500 
 
General Tort Liability Insurance is required for each person employed by the County.  The General Tort Liability 
Insurance cost is estimated at 2 X $750 = $1,500. 
 
 
525020 - PAGERS AND CELL PHONES          $ 1,440 
 
Cell phone service is required to allow the Crime Scene Investigators the ability to communicate effectively with 
each other and make contact to those individuals that are involved with cases.  Service charges for cell phone phones 
are estimated at $60/month X 2 officers X 12 months = $1,440. 
 
 
525030 – 800 MHz RADIO SERVICE CHARGES         $ 1,080 
  
800 MHz radio and roaming fees are required for the operation of 800 MHz radios.  The charges are estimated at 
$45/month X 2 officers X 12 months = $ 1,080. 
 
 
525210 – CONFERENCE, MEETING & TRAINING EXPENSES       $ 5,000 
 
The grant requires that each grant-funded person attend at least two trainings or seminars per grant year.  The 
National IAICSI Conference will teach the most current technological approaches to gathering evidence and will 
allow the investigators to share their knowledge and training with other agencies within Lexington County.

The electrostatic dust lifter is used to recover footwear impressions from hard flooring, carpet, and doors that were 
kicked-in.  Impressions on these types of surfaces are often difficult to document using photography and can not be 
recovered by other means.

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SECTION III. - PROGRAM OVERVIEW 
 
Summary of Programs: 
 
 VIOLENT CRIME TASK FORCE 
 
 
Objectives: 
 To retain and expand the Violent Crime Task Force within the Solicitor’s office to aggressively prosecute 
violent offenders, thereby reducing the growing backlog of violent crimes and bringing justice to the citizens of 
Lexington County who are the victims of these most egregious and heinous crimes. 
 
 This objective to aggressively prosecute violent offenders by reducing by 5% the time from arrest to 
adjudication by July 1, 2008 has been endorsed by County Council to meet the overall goal to provide public 
services to citizens of Lexington County.     
 
 
Service Standards: 

a. To decrease the time a violent case is pending from arrest to adjudication. 
b. To decrease the time a violent offender is in pre-trial detention from arrest to adjudication. 
c. To minimize the trauma to victims of violent crime during the prosecution process. 
d. To increase the knowledge and skills of prosecutors and investigators on the Violent Crime Task Force. 
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SECTION III. - SERVICE LEVELS 

 
Service Level Indicators (Objective Achievements) 
 
Objective: To decrease the time a violent case is pending from arrest to adjudication. 
On July 01, 2007, there were 484 violent case pending. During the course of the fiscal year (July 1, 2007 to July 1, 
2008), an additional 350 new violent cases were added to the roster, for a total of 834 violent cases. During the same 
period of time, the Violent Crime Task Force disposed of 346 cases, ending the fiscal year with a total of 491 violent 
cases. In short, the Task Force moved approximately the same number of violent cases as it received during the July 
1, 2007 to July 1, 2008 fiscal year. This was a major accomplishment for our office, considering the amount of time 
and work it takes to move violent cases. In addition, the Task Force accomplished this with one less prosecutor than 
the previous year. 
Of the 346 cases disposed of by the Task Force, 207 cases were pending for more than one year, and the other 107 
cases were six months to one year old. This is due to the priority the Task Force has placed on moving the oldest 
pending violent cases and having a dedicated team of Prosecutors and Investigators focused specifically on violent 
cases. 
Of the disposed cases, 122 were handled by way of guilty pleas (71 cases plead as charged). An additional 16 were 
found guilty following a jury trial. Two hundred and two charges were dismissed, but the overwhelming majority of 
these were dismissed because the defendant pleaded guilty to other related, more serious crimes. 
In time, the continued focus on disposing of the oldest pending cases will necessarily decrease the time the average 
violent case is pending from arrest to adjudication. Our accomplishments thus far would not have been possible 
without the grant which enabled us to form the Violent Crime Task Force 
 
Objective: To decrease the time a violent offender is in pre-trial detention from arrest to adjudication. 
Approximately 50% if all defendants charged with a pending violent crime are incarcerated in the Lexington County 
Detention Center, and the majority of these defendants remain incarcerated until their cases are handled in court. 
The Violent Crime Task Force has placed special emphasis on disposing of the cases of violent offenders who are 
incarcerated. During the July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008 fiscal year, the Lexington County Detention Center 
experienced and unprecedented 22% reduction in their average daily inmate population. The Violent Crime Task 
Force is represented on Jail Overcrowding Committee which is presided over by the Chief Judge for Administrative 
Purposes. On August 26, 2008, the Lexington County Council was presented the County Achievement Award for 
the work done by the Jail Overcrowding Committee. The Lexington County Sheriff’s Department, which manages 
the jail, attributes this large drop in inmate population primarily due to the Eleventh Circuit Solicitor’s Office, and to 
the Violent Crime Task Force in particular. 
 
Impact: 
The Violent Crime Task Force has had a tremendous impact on the violent crime docket in Lexington County. As 
mentioned above, there were 484 cases pending as of July 1, 2007, and 350 violent cases added to the violent crime 
docket by June 30, 2008. During the same period of time, 346 violent cases were handled by the Task Force, leaving 
491 cases pending. This was a major accomplishment considering the time, resources, and effort required to move 
these cases. As noted, 207 of these cases were more that a year old, and 107 cases were 6 months to a year old. The 
longest pending violent cases are clearly being dealt with by the Task Force. 
A review of Homicide cases handled from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008 is illuminating. As of July 1st, there were 42 
pending homicides. Fifteen more homicides were added to the docket during the course of the fiscal year for a total 
of 57 homicide cases. Twenty eight of these cases were handled by the Task Force during the year, leaving 29 
homicide cases pending. The year prior to the Task Force being implemented the Solicitor’s Office handled only 16 
homicide cases. Of the 28 cases handled by the Task Force, all of them were over one year old, and all but one 
defendant was incarcerated. 
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With the Violent Crime Task Force, everyone fills a critical role.  The senior prosecutors have a lead role.  They 
review the cases and provide the necessary direction to the Investigators and Case Managers for the preparation of 
the cases.  These prosecutors negotiate pleas, and they try the cases in court. 
 
The Investigators follow up on the work done by law enforcement.  Whereas law enforcement investigates a case in 
order to make an arrest, based on probable cause; Task Force Investigators work on finding the additional witnesses 
and evidence necessary to prosecute the case to a standard of “beyond a reasonable doubt”. The involvement of Task 
Force Investigators at an earlier stage maximizes the prosecution of violent cases by reducing the problems 
associated with delay; degradation of evidence, loss of evidence, the inability to locate witnesses etc. 
 
The case managers on the Violent Crime Task Force handle the tedious and time consuming task of organizing the 
case files, gathering and copying discovery for the defense, and preparing the file for prosecution.

Investigators are necessary to follow up on the work done by law enforcement in order 
to get cases ready for trial.  Case managers are necessary to organize case files, copy and prepare discovery, and 
preparing the case file for prosecution.   
A deputy solicitor will continue to supervise the assignment and prosecution of the office’s violent crime caseload.  
The cases focused on include all crimes involving intentional homicides, such as murder and voluntary 
manslaughter, but it also includes cases such as armed robbery, carjacking, burglary (first degree), arson (first 
degree), kidnapping, and assault and battery with intent to kill.  Cases involving criminal sexual conduct (first 
degree) where the victim is an adult and where there is evidence of one or more additional violent crimes are also 
included.

The Public Works Stormwater Department is recommending a new permit for agricultural 

properties that erect structures as part of their land disturbance and the associated fees.  This 

permit will be titled Confined Agricultural Animal Farm Permit.  The description of the 

Confined Agricultural Animal Farm Permit criteria will be located in Chapter 2, under Section 

2.1 (Exhibit A).   

  

The Department of Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) has requested Lexington County 

to review and permit activities associated with agricultural disturbance when structures are being 

built.  After meeting with DHEC, Poultry Federation, agricultural engineers, and poultry farm 

owners, a compromise was reached on the review process and the associated fees (Exhibit B).

EXHIBIT A 

CHAPTER 2 - LAND DISTURBANCE PERMITTING 
PROCEDURES 
This chapter provides developers, owners, engineers, contractors, and others with information on 

how to obtain a Land Disturbance Permit (LDP) as required by Public Works Stormwater 

Division (PW/SWD).  This section describes conditions when a LDP is needed, the types of 

permits that apply to different situations, application package requirements, and when waivers of 

such requirements are applicable. General information on stormwater planning and its 

importance is also provided.  These requirements must be met prior to any land disturbing 

activities and before a LDP will be issued.  PW/SWD has been granted authority to enforce such 

requirements, issue permits, and can penalize those that fail to comply.  PW/SWD has, at its 

discretion, the authority to clarify as it sees fit, any situation not adequately covered by these 

regulations.  PW/SWD may impose further restrictions as necessary to ensure the health, safety, 

and general welfare of the citizens of Lexington County, the economic viability of the 

community, and the prevention of environmental degradation. 

 

The focus of this application process is for proper development planning, design, and assuring 

the applicant takes the appropriate steps necessary to control the discharge of stormwater, 

sediment, and other pollutants during and after land disturbing activities.  This process is 

intended to ensure comprehensive planning, foster communication among the various parties, 

and comply with environmental regulations pertaining to stormwater management. 

 

Unless otherwise provided within the Stormwater Management Ordinance or this Manual, the 

surface of land in Lexington County shall not be disturbed or altered for any purpose.  No major 

drainage channel shall be impeded or encroached upon, nor any alteration or encroachment of a 

flood area, except in accordance with a LDP approved by the PW/SWD. Land disturbance 

activities cannot commence prior to issuance of a LDP.  Waivers may be granted upon 

determination that the integrity of the Stormwater Management Ordinance and the provisions of 

this Manual will not be violated by such action.  The procedure for waiver submission and 

approval is covered in Section 2.14. 

 

 

2.1 Land Disturbance Permits 
It shall be the responsibility of the applicant to determine the appropriate permit and process to 

use; however, PW/SWD has the authority to require a specific permit level as necessary to 

protect the citizens of Lexington County, surrounding property, the County’s existing drainage 

system, and WoS.  The following are two types of LDP issued by Lexington County:  

 

1. Small Commercial Disturbance Permit: for land disturbing activities on 

commercial properties that disturbs less than one acre.  Any commercial re-

development projects disturbing less than one acre also fall under this level.  The 
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PW/SWD has the right to require a General LDP for these type projects, to be 

determined on a case by case basis.   

2. General Land Disturbance Permit: for activities disturbing greater than or equal to 

one acre, whether commercial or residential. 

3. No Fee Land Disturbance Permit:  for activities disturbing ¼ acres or less, creation of 

no additional impervious area, and the applicant shall be classified as a nonprofit 

organization.  

4. Confined Agricultural Animal Farm Permit:  for activities disturbing less than fifteen 

(15) acres, average slopes on the site less than five (5) percent, and proposed facility 

utilizes dry manure handling system.     

The construction of a single-family residential structure that is part of a larger common 

development will require the building permit applicant to become a permit holder under the 

General LDP issued to the original applicant.  The construction of a single-family residential 

structure that is not part of a larger common development, but disturbs greater than one acre 

must receive a General LDP.   

The construction of a single-family residential structure not part of a common development 

disturbing less than one acre shall not require a General LDP.  Instead, each building permit 

applicant shall be required to complete and certify, as part of the building permit application, that 

erosion control measures will be installed and maintained.  The appropriate application shall be 

part of the building permit application process. 

Utility companies are not exempt from NPDES requirements.  When applicable, Lexington 

County must regulate utility projects just as any other type of construction.  However, since 

many utility projects are small, linear, and underground, there is often little or no long-term 

impact compared with other construction types.   

The procedure for applying for a LDP is slightly different depending on the size and scope of the 

activity.  The flow chart shown in Appendix H provides additional guidance on the application 

process.  In general, the procedure for the Small Commercial Permit will require less detail than 

the General LDP.  The different submittal components are detailed in the following sections. 

 

 

2.2 Pre-Submittal process 

2.2.1        Stormwater Concept Plan 
 

The Concept Plan should be submitted to the PW/SWD.  For General LDP, a Stormwater 

Concept Plan should be included as part of the pre-submittal meeting.  Small Commercial 

Applications may skip this step unless requested by the PW/SWD.  This Concept Plan gives the 

design professional the opportunity to propose a site layout and stormwater controls to 

PW/SWD.  The PW/SWD may exempt the requirement for a concept plan for a General LDP 

application on a case-by-case basis. 
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The concept plan may be preliminary sketch of the site and shall contain the following items, 

when applicable: 

 

1. A preliminary sketch of the site showing the layout; 

2. Vicinity map;

CONFINED AGRICULTURAL ANIMAL FARM PERMIT 

 

Purpose: 

Lexington County is required as a small Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) 

to review agricultural development for compliance with stormwater runoff, sediment, and 

erosion control measures.  The majority of these types of development in Lexington 

County are classified as Confined Agricultural Animal Farms (CAAF).   A CAAF is an 

agriculture facility with a building or structure that is used for commercial production of 

animals in an animal facility, i.e. poultry houses.  We have evaluated the following 

processes; submittal, review, approval. 

 

Methodology: 

This requirement previously reviewed and permitted by Department of Health and 

Environmental Control (DHEC) has been given to the local MS4s to implement as part of 

their stormwater programs.  Therefore, with DHEC’s guidance Lexington County 

proposes to follow the method of review currently utilized by DHEC and the agricultural 

engineers.  This shall include either the use of a designated template known as a 

Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP), or full engineering plan submittal.  

 
Findings: 

The designated SWPPP template may be used for submittals as long as all three of the 

following criteria are met: 

 The total amount of disturbed area on the site is less than fifteen (15) acres 

 The average slope on the site is less than five (5) percent 

 The proposed facility utilizes dry manure handling system 

If the proposed CAAF does not meet the three criteria then a full set of engineering plans 

must be submitted.   

 

The review for either submittal will look at practices/measures for the alleviation of 

pollutant laden stormwater runoff and adverse effects to adjacent properties, streams, 

rivers, and lakes.  Upon approval the applicant will be issued a Land Disturbance Permit 

(LDP) allowing the site work to begin.   

 

Fees: 

When a submittal for a CAAF is in the format of a designated SWPPP template, the fee 

will be based on disturbed acres with any part of an acre considered the larger.  The fee 

will be $75.00 an acre with a maximum of $1125.00.  The fees associated with a CAAF 

submitted as a full set of engineering plans will follow the existing commercial 

permitting fees.     

 

Summary: 

During our meeting with DHEC, Agricultural Engineers, Poultry Federation and local 

farmers we were asked to keep the fees at a minimum for projects submitted under the 

designated SWPPP template.  The Stormwater department can justify the proposed fees 

due to the minimal time required for the review and inspection services, as shown below.

The construction of a single-family residential structure that is part of a larger common 
development will require the building permit applicant to become a permit holder under the 
General LDP issued to the original applicant.  The construction of a single-family residential 
structure that is not part of a larger common development, but disturbs greater than one acre 
must receive a General LDP.   

The construction of a single-family residential structure not part of a common development 
disturbing less than one acre shall not require a General LDP.  Instead, each building permit 
applicant shall be required to complete and certify, as part of the building permit application, that 
erosion control measures will be installed and maintained.  The appropriate application shall be 
part of the building permit application process. 

Utility companies are not exempt from NPDES requirements.  When applicable, Lexington 
County must regulate utility projects just as any other type of construction.  However, since 
many utility projects are small, linear, and underground, there is often little or no long-term 
impact compared with other construction types.   

The procedure for applying for a LDP is slightly different depending on the size and scope of the 
activity.  The flow chart shown in Appendix H provides additional guidance on the application 
process.  In general, the procedure for the Small Commercial Permit will require less detail than 
the General LDP.  The different submittal components are detailed in the following sections. 
 
 
2.2 Pre-Submittal process 

2.2.1        Stormwater Concept Plan 
 
The Concept Plan should be submitted to the PW/SWD.  For General LDP, a Stormwater 
Concept Plan should be included as part of the pre-submittal meeting.  Small Commercial 
Applications may skip this step unless requested by the PW/SWD.  This Concept Plan gives the 
design professional the opportunity to propose a site layout and stormwater controls to 
PW/SWD.  The PW/SWD may exempt the requirement for a concept plan for a General LDP 
application on a case-by-case basis. 
 
The concept plan may be preliminary sketch of the site and shall contain the following items, 
when applicable: 
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1. A preliminary sketch of the site showing the layout; 

2. Vicinity map;

Grant Overview:  Lexington County has been selected by DHEC to receive funding through the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act for the Diesel Emissions Reduction Act (DERA) Grant.

Lexington County has been awarded $133,000.00 in funding from the Diesel Emissions 
Reduction Act (DERA) Grant.  This is a targeted funding project from the Department of 
Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) through the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act.   Lexington County was one of ten entities which received a grant 
award before the competitive grant was announced.     
 
Lexington County has been proactive in reducing vehicle emissions of its fleet.  The 
County implemented an anti-idling policy on high level ozone days and went a step 
further by installing anti-idling controls on some heavy equipment.  With this funding, the 
County will continue to be proactive by retrofitting on and off road diesel vehicles with 
emission control devices.  The County will retrofit off-road equipment with diesel 
oxidation catalysts (DOC) and on-road equipment with crankcase ventilators (CCV) and 
diesel oxidation catalysts. 
 
Based on figures provided by vendors, it has been estimated that the DOC and CCV will 
cost approximately $32,000.00 for the labor to install these devices. This amount will 
constitute the in-kind services provided by the County.  A projected date to have the 
retrofits completed is October 2010.  
 
Benefits to the County from this funding include the reduction in emissions of 
particulate, hydrocarbon, and carbon monoxide from our County vehicles (Exhibit A).  
These reductions should aid in our goal for attainment with the new air quality 
standards.  In addition, cleaner air promotes a healthier Lexington County.  
 



EXHIBIT A 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 

1. Air quality description of Lexington County 
  

Lexington County South Carolina is located in the Central Midlands region and is the 

second largest county in South Carolina.  Lexington County was designated non-

attainment for the 1997 ground level ozone standard, but was able to defer non-

attainment through participation in the Early Action Compact.  In March 2008 the 

Environmental Protection Agency lowered the ground level ozone standard to .075 ppm 

which places Lexington County in the position of being designated as non-attainment for 

the 2008 ozone standard.  Diesel emissions are a large contributor of air pollution in 

Lexington County. 

 

In addition, there are two major interstates located in Lexington County that clogged with 

traffic congestion at different parts of the day.  US Highways 1 and 378 also cross 

Lexington County along with State Highway 6.  All three of these highways experience 

major traffic congestion daily.   

 

Diesel emissions contain large amounts of nitrogen oxides, particulate matter and air 

toxins which have been linked to public health problems such as asthma and heart 

disease.  These diseases have an increased affect on children and the elderly.  According 

to the American Lung Association’s 2007 State of the Air Report, 40% of the population 

in Lexington County suffers from respiratory or cardiovascular disease.  In Lexington 

County 24.8% of the population is under the age of 18 and 11.07% of the population is 

over the age of 65; making a large amount of the County’s population susceptible to 

exposure to diesel emissions.   
 
Non-road and highway heavy duty diesel vehicles are a significant contributor to diesel 

emissions.  Lexington County has 57 heavy duty diesel vehicles as part of its fleet.  These 

vehicles include motor graders, rollers, front loaders, diesel trucks and various other off-

road equipment that are used daily in the maintenance of County roads and right-of-way, 

County construction projects and at the County’s landfill.  This equipment is in from 

Chapin to Swansea, Batesburg-Leesville to West Columbia exposing citizens all over the 

County to diesel emissions daily.

3. Project description 
 

Lexington County has been proactive in ways to reduce vehicle emissions of its fleet.  

The County began the process by implementing an anti-idling policy on high level ozone 

days and took it a step further by installing anti-idling controls on some heavy equipment.  

The County is ready to continue to be proactive by retrofitting its on and off road diesel 

vehicles with emission control devices.  The County has developed a two part plan for 

retrofitting the diesel vehicles 1.) retrofit the off-road equipment with diesel oxidation 

catalysts (DOC), and 2) retrofit the on-road equipment with crankcase ventilators (CCV) 

and diesel oxidation catalysts. 

 

 

Retrofit equipment will be purchased from a qualified vendor using only EPA verified 

diesel retrofit technologies.  The equipment will be installed by Lexington County Fleet 

Service staff.   

 

If the South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control decide to fund 

our project the schedule would be as follows. 

 

 June 1, 2009-Prepare and submit RFP for equipment 

 September 1, 2009-Order 65 DOCs and 24 CCVs from approved vendor 

 October 1, 2009-Begin installing equipment on vehicles as each vehicle comes in 

for yearly maintenance. 

 October 1, 2010-Complete installation of equipment on vehicles. 

 
4. Evaluation of the quantifiable and unquantifiable emissions reduction benefits from 

the proposed project 
 
DOCs can reduce particulate emissions by 20%, carbon monoxide emission by 40% and 

hydrocarbons by 50%.  DOCs with CCVs can reduce particulate emissions by 25%, 

hydrocarbons by 40%, and carbon monoxide by 30%. 

 

Retrofitting the County’s vehicles with DOCs and CCVs can significantly reduce 

particulate and other emissions at a reasonable cost; making this project and good 

investment for a fleet the size of the Lexington County’s.  Retrofitting the County’s 

diesel vehicles will have a large impact on public health through the reductions in air 



pollutants from County vehicles.  Using EPA’s Diesel Emissions Quantifier, estimated 

emission reductions are as follows:

When the Town of Pelion took over the operation of the Airport at Pelion, I created a Corporate 
Airport Chapter in the Airport District Article of the Lexington County Zoning Ordinance. This was 
based on the Airport Layout Plan and the Approach and Profile Plan prepared by The LPA Group in 
1987.  It was a necessary step to insure FAA funding for possible airport improvement projects. 
 
Because the Town of Pelion had annexed the Airport property, there was concern for the possible 
incompatibility of development in the vicinity of the Airport.  In the fall of 2008 Pelion adopted a set 
of Airport District restrictions I prepared for them using additional material found in the Pelion 
Corporate Airport Master Plan Update, dated November 2003, prepared by Wilbur Smith 
Associates, and approved by the Federal Aviation Administration in November 2005. 
 
I have also drafted an update to Chapter 3 of Article 4 of our Zoning Ordinance which, among other 
things, addresses property beyond the town limits of Pelion.  This zoning text amendment would do 
three things:  rename the Chapter, bring it into compliance with the latest master plan, and address 
restrictions with respect to surrounding property.  If 1st reading is given on July 28th, then a public 
hearing could possibly be scheduled for August 25th.

Chapter 3.  Designation of Pelion Corporate the Lexington County Airport 
District  

 
43.00 Introduction  

The Pelion Corporate Lexington County Airport District is hereby established pursuant to the 
purposes of this Article, comprising all those lands within the overlay zones as further delineated 
in this Chapter. 

43.10 Purpose  

The concentration of people and sound-sensitive activities on lands adjacent to airport or heliport 
operations and the maximum height of buildings, other structures, and trees in such areas shall be 
regulated by airport district overlay zones as set forth herein.  In order to protect people and 
property in the vicinity of airports and heliports from the danger of aircraft accidents and the 
impact of excessive noise levels, certain land use activities shall not be permitted in designated 
overlay zones surrounding such facilities.  To preserve the safety and efficiency of air navigation, 
height control overlay zones may be designated around airfields to limit the obstruction of 
landing, takeoff, and maneuvering airspace by buildings, other structures, and trees.  Such 
controls serve to protect the public investment in airports or heliports by restricting adjacent land 
uses incompatible with the use, growth, or expansion of these facilities. 

43.20 Application of Airport District Overlay Zones 

Overlay zones are established for the Lexington County Airport District, based on the present 
runway configuration described in the Airport Layout Plan, dated July 1987, and the Approach 
and Profile Plan, dated June 1987.  Both plans were prepared by The LPA Group Incorporated.  
These zones are further referenced in the Pelion Corporate Airport Master Plan Update, dated 
November 2003, prepared by Wilbur Smith Associates, and approved by the Federal Aviation 
Administration in November 2005. 

The land use and height controls associated with these airport district overlay zones shall be in 
addition to and shall only apply where underlying zoning districts and their controls have been 
established under other Articles of this Ordinance.  Where the Airport District overlay zone 
controls conflict with the controls of underlying zoning districts, the more restrictive controls 
shall apply. 

43.30 Height Control Overlay Zones  

Four types of height control overlay zones as described below and in Figure 1 are established for 
the Pelion Corporate Lexington County Airport District, based on the present runway 
configuration described in the Airport Layout Plan, dated July 1987, and the Approach and 
Profile Plan, dated June 1987.  Both plans were prepared by The LPA Group Incorporated. 

 43.31 Approach Zones  

Approach zones are delineated for each of the two runway approaches.  The beginning of 
each approach zone is 500 feet wide and is coincident with and at the same elevation as 
the respective runway end.  Both zones expand outward uniformly to an ultimate width of 
2000 feet which is at a distance of 5000 feet measured horizontally from the end of the 
primary surface.  The centerline of each approach zone is the horizontal continuation of 
the centerline of the respective runway end. 

 43.32 Transitional Zones  

Transitional zones are established adjacent to the sides of the runway and the approach 
zones, but shall be exclusive of both.  These zones shall be 1000 feet wide, measured 
horizontally and perpendicular to the sides of the runway.  At the end of the runways the 
zone shall decrease in width until it intersects the approach zones at the point where the 
horizontal zone surface is at the same elevation as the approach zone. 



 
 ARTICLE 4 – AIRPORT DISTRICTS  2  

 43.33 Horizontal Zone  

The horizontal zone is established as all the area within 5000 feet, measured horizontally, 
from any part of the runway surface, exclusive of the transitional and approach zones. 

 43.34 Conical Zone  

The conical zone is established as all the area with 9000 feet, measured horizontally, 
from any part of the runway surface, exclusive of the transitional, horizontal, and 
approach zones. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 43.35 Height Limits  

The maximum height of buildings, other structures, and trees shall be restricted within 
each height control overlay zone.  Where these zones overlap each other, the most 
restrictive height limitation shall apply.  The following are the height limits for the height 
control overlay zones. 

a. Approach Zones:  starting at the end of and at the same elevation as the respective 
runway ends, measure a slope one foot vertically upward for each 20 feet 
horizontally outward from the runway end, for the full extent of the approach zones. 

b. Transitional Zones:  starting at the side of and at the same elevation as the runway 
surface, and also starting at any given point on the sides of the approach zones at the 
same elevation as the approach zone height limit for the given point, measure a slope 
one foot vertically upward for each seven feet horizontally outward from the runway, 
for the full extent of the transitional zones. 

c. Horizontal Zone:  the height limit for the horizontal zone is 601 feet above mean sea 
level. 

d. Conical Zone:  starting at any given point on the periphery of the horizontal zone and 
at the same elevation as the horizontal zone height limit, measure a slope one foot 
vertically upward for each 20 feet horizontally outward from the airport, to the full 
extent of the conical zone. 

43.40 Land Use Overlay Zones 

Three land use overlay zones, as depicted in Figure 2, are designated for the Lexington County 
Airport District.  They are the Existing Runway Protection Zone (Existing RPZ), the Ultimate 
Runway Protection Zone (Ultimate RPZ) and the Building Restriction Line (BRL).  No buildings 
are allowed within the Building Restriction Line and the following activities are not permitted in 
these designated zones:

3. Any large areas of glass that exceed 30% of the wall area shall be triple glazed. 
4. Full year air-conditioning must be installed. 
5. Exterior doors must be solid core with gaskets.  If a storm door is used, then any exterior door 

can be used as long as door gaskets are installed. 
6. At least 50% of the roof area must encompass attic space. 
7. These provisions shall not apply to dwelling units that are not intended for long-term 

occupancy such as a laundry room, a storage closet, or a bathroom. 
 
43.50 Other Use Restrictions  

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Ordinance, no use may be made of any land or water 
body within the Pelion Corporate Lexington County Airport District in such a manner as to create 
electrical interference with navigational signals or radio communications between the airport and 
aircraft, make it difficult for pilots to distinguish between airport lights and others, result in glare 
in the eyes of pilots using the airport, impair visibility in the vicinity of the airport, or otherwise 
endanger the landing, takeoff, or maneuvering of aircraft using the airport. 

The owner of any existing nonconforming structure or tree shall permit the installation, operation, 
and maintenance thereon of such markers and lights as shall be deemed necessary for safety.  
Such markers shall be installed, operated, and maintained at the expense of the owners of the 
airport.

PURPOSE 
The County of Lexington solicited competitive sealed proposals from potential correctional food service 
providers to establish a contract for providing food service to the inmate population of the Lexington County 
Sheriff's Department (LCSD) in the most cost effective manner possible.  The term of this contract will be 
for two (2) years with the option to renew for three (3) additional one year periods. 
 

Currently, our food service facility operates under the direction of a contractor to provide meals to an 
average of 868 inmates.  The importance of food service in a correctional facility cannot be overstated.  
Food assumes a greater importance to an inmate than those free in the community.  It is our intention to 
maintain a high quality food program and provide responsive management daily through contracting with a 
firm that specializes in correctional food service management.  The contractor will provide an on site 
minimum staff level of one Food Service Manager, two (2) Assistant Food Service Managers, and four (4) 
cooks/supervisors.  LCSD will continue to provide labor to supplement the contractor’s staff in varying and 
fluctuating quantities, except during lock down or other emergencies.  All menus and special diets are 
required to meet the standards for adult holding and detention facilities as established by the American 
Correctional Association (ACA).  All meals served will be in compliance with the Recommended Daily 
Allowance for adult males and females as established by the National Academy of Sciences.  The contractor 
will provide a 2900 calorie, 4 week cycle menu, which will establish a consistency in the quality and 
quantity of food served.  The operation will meet all guidelines as prescribed by the ACA.  The contractor 
will be responsible for the payment and ordering of all food and supplies required.   
 

EVALUATION COMMITTEE 
As required by the County's Purchasing Ordinance and Request for Proposal (RFP) Criteria, an evaluation 
committee was appointed by Katherine Hubbard, County Administrator, to evaluate and review the 
proposals and ultimately report its recommendation to County Council for their consideration.  Committee 
members were Major Joe Quig, Captain Ron O’Neill, Lieutenant Kevin Jones, Sylvia Dillon of the Sheriff’s 
Department, and Angela Seymour, Procurement Officer. 
 

SOLICITATION REQUIREMENTS 
The required legal advertisements soliciting sealed, competitive proposals from qualified firms were placed 
and appeared in the South Carolina Business Opportunities Publication on May 7, 2009,  DemandStar, and 
the County’s website. Notification was also mailed to firms on the County’s vendor list. 
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The RFP process required all interested firms to attend a mandatory pre-proposal conference on May 13, 
2009 at which time three (3) firms attended.  The conference included a review of the RFP document, its 
detailed requirements and discussion of the County's current operations, and the content of the food service 
program proposal for the inmate population of the detention center.  
 

Proposals were due and received at 5:00 p.m. on May 28, 2009.  At that time, the County received proposals 
from three (3) firms: 
 

ABL Management, Inc. 
Compass Group North American dba Trinity Services Group, Inc. 
Aramark Correctional Services 
 

EVALUATION PROCESS 
On May 29, 2009, the Evaluation Committee began its evaluation process.  Copies of the proposals were 
distributed to each committee member for his/her individual evaluation.  The committee met again on June 
19, 2009 for a detailed discussion of their individual evaluations of the proposal and respective scoring of 
each criteria factor. 
 

Each proposal under consideration was evaluated and scored on the five (5) specific criteria areas as 
indicated in the RFP.  The factors listed in the order of their relative importance were as follows:  (1) 
Corporate experience in providing correctional food service operations; (2) Offeror's understanding of the 
project requirements and ability to clearly describe how their proposed program will meet the requirements 
of the County; (3) Corporate capability; (4) Total cost/basis of fees charged; and (5) References. 
 

After the evaluation committee was in agreement that it had obtained, reviewed, and analyzed all 
information and documentation presented and collected in the evaluation process, the final evaluation was 
completed by the committee on June 29, 2009. The tabulated scores resulted in the unanimous 
recommendation to award the contract to Compass Group North American dba Trinity Services Group, Inc. 
as provider of the most cost effective and functional proposal based on the County's needs. 
 
PROPOSED COST 
The cost proposal submitted by Compass Group North American dba Trinity Services Group, Inc. for a 
contract period of two years is as follows:

The cost for years three, four, and five may be 
increased in the amount equivalent to the percentage change in the U. S. Department of Labor Consumer 
Price Index, Southeastern Region, for the previous calendar year (December-December). 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
The evaluation committee feels that in order to ensure that Lexington County continues to provide food 
services that are in compliance with the American Correctional Association and the National Sheriff's 
Association, it would be in the best interest of the County to award the contract for the food service 
operation at the detention center to Compass Group North American dba Trinity Services Group, Inc. as 
the highest rated offeror.  The new contract will begin October 1, 2009. 
 
The committee hereby submits this recommendation for Council’s consideration and approval.  We further

JAG Program—Specific Information  
 
All awards are subject to the availability of appropriated funds and any modifications or 
additional requirements that may be imposed by law.  
 
Established to streamline justice funding and grant administration, the JAG Program allows 
states, tribes, and local governments to support a broad range of activities to prevent and 
control crime based on their own local needs and conditions. JAG blends the previous Byrne 
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Formula and Local Law Enforcement Block Grant (LLEBG) Programs to provide agencies with 
the flexibility to prioritize and place justice funds where they are needed most.  
 
Formula 
The Bureau of Justice Statistics (BJS) calculates, for each state and territory, a minimum base 
allocation which, based on the statutory JAG formula, can be enhanced by (1) the state’s share 
of the national population and (2) the state’s share of the country’s Part 1 violent crime statistics. 
Once the state funding is calculated, 60 percent of the allocation is awarded to the state and 40 
percent to eligible units of local government. 
 
States also have a variable percentage of the allocation that is required to “pass through” to 
units of local government. This amount, also calculated by BJS, is based on each state’s crime 
expenditures. In addition, the formula calculates direct allocations for local governments within 
each state, based on their share of the total violent crime reported within the state. Local 
governments that are entitled to at least $10,000 awards may apply directly to BJA for local JAG 
funds. 
 
Purpose Areas 
JAG funds may be used for state and local initiatives, technical assistance, training, personnel, 
equipment, supplies, contractual support, information systems for criminal justice, and criminal 
justice related research and evaluation activities that will improve or enhance: 
  
• Law enforcement programs. 
• Prosecution and court programs. 
• Prevention and education programs. 
• Corrections and community corrections programs. 
• Drug treatment and enforcement programs. 
• Planning, evaluation, and technology improvement programs. 
• Crime victim and witness programs (other than compensation). 
 
Responsibilities 
The Chief Executive Officer (CEO) of an eligible unit of local government or a local agency 
designated by the CEO must submit the application for JAG funds. A unit of local government 
receiving a JAG award will be responsible for the administration of the funds including: 
distributing the funds; monitoring the award; submitting reports including performance measures 
and program assessment data; and providing ongoing oversight and assistance to any 
subrecipients of the funds. 
 
Administrative Funds 
A unit of local government may use up to 10 percent of the award, plus any interest accrued, for 
costs associated with administering JAG funds. 
 
Disparate Certification 
A disparate allocation occurs when a city or municipality is scheduled to receive one-and-one-
half times (150 percent) more than the county, while the county bears more than 50 percent of 
the costs associated with prosecution or incarceration of the municipality’s Part 1 violent crime. 
Multiple disparate allocations occur when multiple cities or municipalities are collectively eligible 
to receive four times (400 percent) more than the county.

 Jurisdictions certified as disparate must identify a fiscal agent that will submit a joint 
application for the total eligible allocation. The joint application must specify the award 
distribution to each unit of local government and the purposes for which the funds will be 
used. When beginning the JAG application process, a Memorandum of Understanding 
(MOU) that identifies which jurisdiction will serve as the applicant/fiscal agent for joint funds, 
must be completed, and signed by the Authorized Representative for each participating 
jurisdiction. The signed MOU should be attached to the application. For a sample MOU, go 
to www.ojp.usdoj.gov/BJA/grant/jag09/09JAGMOU.pdf.  

 
Governing Body Review 
The applicant agency (fiscal agent) must make the grant application available for review by the 
governing body (or to the organization designated by the governing body) not fewer than 30 
days before the application is submitted to BJA.  
 
Public Comment  
The Local JAG application must include a statement that the application was made public and 
that, to the extent of applicable law or established procedure, an opportunity to comment was 
provided to citizens and neighborhood or community organizations. 
 
Supplanting 
Federal funds may be used to supplement appropriated funds, in an effort to augment program 
activities. However, federal funds cannot replace or supplant nonfederal funds that have been 
appropriated for the grant’s purpose.  
 
Award Amount 
The FY 2009 JAG Allocations List indicates the amount for which each unit of local government 
is eligible to apply. For a listing of eligible units of local government and eligible amounts, go to 
www.ojp.usdoj.gov/BJA/grant/09jagallocations.html. 
 
Length of Awards 
Awards are made in the first fiscal year of the appropriation and may be expended during the 
following 3 years, for a total of 4 years. Extensions may be granted at the discretion of the BJA 
Director and must be requested via GMS no less than 30 days prior to the grant’s end date. 
  
Trust Fund 
Each unit of local government may draw down any and all JAG funds after acceptance of the 
award. To do so, a trust fund must be established in which to deposit the funds. The trust fund 
may or may not be an interest- bearing account. If subrecipients draw down JAG funds in 
advance, they also must establish a trust fund in which to deposit funds.  
 
Prohibited Uses
