 Invitation to Participate in the County’s CDBG and HOME Programs and Inter-
governmental Cooperative Agreement with the Town of  Batesburg-Leesville - Community 
Development - Ronald Scott, Director -  Mr. Scott presented a request from the Town of 
Batesburg-Leesville to participate in the County’s CDBG and HOME Programs and Inter-
governmental Cooperative Agreement.  Approval of the agreement will allow the Town of 
Batesburg-Leesville to participate in the County’s CDBG and HOME programs for Program
